Goal & Objective

• Do Good Works 
• Educate (Disseminate Islamic teaching for 

Social Justice Issues) 
• Social Service (Call to Action)



The Plan!

• Lead (National) 
• Engage (National) 
• Collaborate (Local) 
• Action (Local)



Lead (National)
1. Present Islamic principles of social justice issues in a proactive 

manner. 
  

2. Create the basic guidelines to local Jamaats to reach out. Suggest 
local, state, and federal groups which can be approached.  

3. Vetting from National HQ will be on issues and not specific 
organizations. 

4. National HQ to survey local Jamaats to capture already occurring 
organic activities to showcase as success stories in Tabligh 
Newsletter.



Engage (National)
1. Each month National HQ will provide materials (print, voice, video) on 

a specific Social Justice topic to covered during Local Jamaat Meeting. 

2. Call to action after every meeting to ask if Jamaat members want to be 
engaged in this social justice topic and then keep track. 

3. Jamaat Members to step out of their ‘Comfort Zone’. 

4. The same social justice topic can be used for weekly CCTI program. 

5. Quarterly review schedule for goal adjustment with Regional Secretary.



Collaborate (Local)
1. Each Local Jamaat has unique interests so National will 

provide guidance on a select activities/organizations a 
local Jamaat can pick from and execute 

2. Better to pick smaller local focused groups where we may 
be more effective  

3. Supporting charities with services and funds 
1. Individual, local or Markaz Funds (guidance to be 

provided).



Action (Local)
1. Monthly “Day of Service”. One day dedicated to some community 

service to further social justice in our communities. 
1. Examples: 

1. Homelessness 
2. Education Reform, After school help 
3. Serve Abuse Victims 
4. Race relations 
5. Opioid Addiction 
6. Violence in Communities (Guns, Policing, etc) 

2. Based on local Jamaat preferences and passion of local 
members with encouragement and 



Implementation Plan
• National to select one leader for the implementation of these 

recommendations within 30 days. 
• National to send survey within 60 days to collect list of already 

undertaken “Good Works”. 
• National to select 1 topic per month to produce guidelines to be 

shared with external and Jamaat members with a call to action. To 
be published on True Islam, Social Media (Use #Hashtags), used for 
CCTI, Salesforce Campaigns, etc. To launch within 90 days. 

• National to collect data monthly on this service initiative (Program, 
Hours, Number of Volunteers)



Implementation Plan

• Local Jamaat to implement at a minimum one 
“Day of Service” each month based on their 
local preference. Can be the same one or a new 
one. Try to increase number by 1 volunteer. 

• Review and refine quarterly with regional 
tabligh secretaries.
